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The Making of Furniture
Date: Thru Friday December 31, 2004, Daily
Location: South Pavilion, Plaza Level
Admission: Free 
Illustrates the design and craftsmanship involved in the production of an 18th-century French marquetry table, intricately inlaid with elaborate floral patterns and framed with gilt bronze mounts. The original table is displayed with three copies in different stages of construction to illustrate the process.
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Byzantium and the West
Date: Tuesday September 14 - Sunday December 5, 2004, Daily

Explores the interaction between Byzantium and its eastern and western neighbors in the Middle Ages, highlighting the ways in which Germany, Italy, and Armenia responded to the artistic heritage of the Byzantine Empire. The exhibition, featuring manuscripts and a painting from the Getty's collection along with several loans from other West Coast collections, celebrates the splendor and rich visual arts of the Byzantine tradition. 

Coming of Age in Ancient Greece: Images of Childhood from the Classical Past

This major traveling exhibition focuses on the lives of children in ancient Greece - from their roles in the family to their pets, toys, religious rituals, and education - and features over 150 objects from American, Australian, and European collections, including works from the Getty. Organized by the Hood Museum of Art at Dartmouth College, the exhibition makes its final stop at the Getty after presentations at the Hood, the Onassis Cultural Center in New York, and the Cincinnati Art Museum.
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The Prismatic Palette: Four Centuries of Watercolors

This exhibition explores the evolution of the watercolor medium from the 16th through 19th centuries. Initially used by artists for small-scale preparatory studies, watercolor became recognized as a specialized medium with which an artist could create effects of light and color rivaling those of oil painting. Beginning with the work of Albrecht Dürer, whose remarkable nature studies executed in watercolor were renowned in his own day, the exhibition will survey artists' achievements in this difficult medium, culminating in the work of Paul Cézanne. Complementing the exhibition Cézanne in the Studio: Still Life in Watercolors, The Prismatic Palette will place Cézanne's mastery in context and highlight the historical importance, technical demands, and beauty of the medium of watercolor.
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CŽzanne in the Studio: Still Life in Watercolors
Date: Tuesday October 12 - Sunday January 2, 2005, Daily

Featuring over 20 masterworks, this focused exhibition is the first to highlight the intersection between the genre of still life and the medium of watercolor in the oeuvre of Paul Cézanne (1839–1906). The exhibition begins with early examples of his work from around 1865 and culminates with the Getty's Still Life with a Blue Pot, one of the finest of a spectacular group of watercolors Cézanne made at the end of his career. Cézanne's ordinary subject matter and the innovative way he worked between pencil drawing and watercolor reveal a more intimate and free side of an artist most often celebrated for the titanic achievement of his monumental oils. Because of the fragility of the medium, watercolor works are seldom offered on loan. This exhibition is a rare exception, bringing together works from the Louvre, the Art Institute of Chicago, the Philadelphia Museum of Art, and others. This exhibition is complemented by The Prismatic Palette: Four Centuries of Watercolors. 
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Imagining the Orient

Admission: Free 
This exhibition traces the 18th-century European cultural and artistic phenomenon of chinoiserie, which refers to the vogue for objects and paintings that evoke faraway lands as diverse as China, Japan, and Turkey. Chinoiserie was rooted in both imitation and invention. Europeans sought to imitate works from the Far and Near East, adapting styles and materials from China and Japan, while emulating and inventing subject matter that adapted motifs from numerous cultures. At the same time, Asian manufacturers created furniture, ceramics, and porcelain expressly for the European market. The exhibition features paintings, decorative arts, textiles, and prints, drawn primarily from the collections of the Museum and the Getty Research Institute.
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Close to Home: An American Album

An ode to the family photograph, this exhibition features more than 100 snapshots taken between the 1930s and the mid-1960s by anonymous, untrained makers; a selection of vibrant color images from the 1940s-1960s that have been printed by contemporary artist Guy Stricherz; and family portraits made by well-known photographers including Thomas Eakins, Edward Weston, and Dorothea Lange.
